
According to NYSERDA’s Electric Vehicle Station Locator, as of July 30th, 2021:

	+ There are 2,575 public EV charging stations and 6,250 charging outlets in NYS for the 76,329 EVs on the road.
	+ 94% are Level 2 public charging stations and 6% are DC Fast charging stations.
	+ This roughly translates to 30 EVs for every public electric charging station in NYS.
	+ 61 out of 62 counties in NYS have at least one public EV charging station.

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As of November 2020, according to the U.S. Department of Energy Alternative Fuels Data Center, New York State has implemented a 
number of incentives to aid in the state’s transition to electric vehicles as of November 2020, including: 

 Electrification Incentives & Charging Programs in New York

	+ The Alternative Fueling Infrastructure Tax Credit is available for 50% of the cost of alternative fueling infrastructure, up to 
$5,000. 

	+ Electric vehicles are exempt from motor vehicle emissions inspections.

	+ NYSERDA’s Drive Clean Rebate provides rebates of up to $2,000 on the purchase or lease of a new plug-in electric vehicle.

	+ The New York Power Authority’s EVolve NY initiative creates a fast-charging network near major highways and other key places 
like airports across the state.
